Between beautiful Cape Dutch 
homesteads, traditional dancers with painted faces performing in the streets, the smell of spicy Malay cooking and the 
taste of a well-made wine, this city will fill your senses.

BEST TIME TO VISIT

• South Africa is a year-round destination due to its varying regional climates and wildlife opportunities. 

• From around November to March, whilst it rains in the rest of southern Africa, the Cape is hot, sunny, dry, and 
generally perfect for a holiday. Christmas and New Year are lovely in the Cape, although as the result it gets 
exceedingly busy with South Africans spending their holidays here.

• From around April to August it cools down and there's some rain. During these months it can be beautiful and 
dry one moment, but blustery and wet the next. Rainfall peaks around June and July but the Cape's weather is 
notoriously changeable; locals say that you can have 'four seasons in one day'. Despite this, the Cape is still 
pleasant to visit, just as long as you aren't expecting to sunbathe all day.

• By September and October, the rain becomes a less common event; the sun comes out more and the 
temperatures rise again. September is the start of the Cape's 'spring', when vast swathes of the open fynbos 
bursts into flower in Namaqualand (north of Cape Town).

SUGGESTED ITINERARY

Day 1: Johannesburg - Sun City (Lunch / Dinner)

• Upon arrival at O. R. Tambo International Airport, meet and greet by 
our representative and transfer to Sun City,

• En-route Lunch at the Indian Restaurant.

• Further transfer to the hotel for Check-in.

• Proceed to visit The Sun City complex which is surrounded by two

Day 2: Sun City – Pilanesberg National Park (Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

• En-route Lunch at the Indian Restaurant.  

• The crater of a long extinct volcano is the setting of Pilannesburg 
Game Reserve- a fascinating alkaline complex produced by 
volcanic eruptions some 1300 million years ago. Pilannesburg is 
one of the largest volcanic complexes of its kind in the world. Its 
rare rock types and structure make it a unique geological feature. 
Pilannesburg National Park accommodates virtually every 
mammal of southern Africa. Home to the Big Five. This national 
park has wide variety of birds and animals including water-buck, 
wildebeest, zebra and impala. 

• Evening transfer back to the Indian Restaurant for dinner.

• Overnight at the hotel –Sun City.



Day 3: Johannesburg  – Cape Town (Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

• After breakfast at the hotel. Check out and settle all personal 
accounts. 

• Transfer to Tambo Airport for your flight to Cape Town. 

• Upon arrival at Cape Town International airport meet and greet by 
our representative. 

• Proceed for lunch at the Indian Restaurant. Then you will be 
transferred to your pre-booked hotel. Freshen up and relax. 

• Evening Proceed to V&A Waterfront which is one of Cape Town’s 
biggest tourist attractions. The Waterfront evokes images of the 
early activities of the harbour and entertainment venue with pubs, 
restaurants, special shops, craft markets, theatres and movies.  At 
the harbour you will embark on the vessel for a Sunset Champagne 
Cruise.  Cape Town has one of the best locations to see the Sunset 
from the Sea. Fabulous Table Mountain and city views while the sun 
dips into the sea at sunset. 

• After the cruise you will proceed for Dinner at the Indian 
Restaurant. 

• Transfer back to the hotel. Overnight at hotel – Cape Town.



Day 4: Cape Town - City Tour (Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

• After breakfast at the hotel, Proceed on a guided orientation City Tour of 

Cape Town. A comprehensive city orientation tour starting with a trip up 

Table Mountain by cable car (weather permitting). 

• The state-of-the-art cable car rotates 360 degrees on its way to the top, 

offering a panoramic view. At the summit are short walks to enjoy the 

magnificent vistas. 

• Proceed for lunch at the Indian Restaurant. 

• Further You will be visiting the Houses of Parliament, the Castle, the SA 

Museum, and a few other historical sights. Other highlights include a brief 

tour of the Malay Quarter, City centre, Company Gardens, Castle of Good 

Hope (time permitting) and Diamond Works. 

• Then travels to Milnerton Lighthouse for an opportunity to photograph 

Table Mountain from across Table Bay (time permitting on afternoon tour). 

• Return to hotel. Freshen up & Relax. Further Proceed for Dinner at the 

Indian Restaurant. 

• Transfer back to the hotel & Overnight at the hotel – Cape Town.



Day 5: Cape Town - Peninsula Tour (Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

• After breakfast at the hotel, proceed on a Full Day Guided Cape Peninsula 

Tour. 

• Experience some of the most spectacular views in the world. The tour 

begins with a scenic drive along the Atlantic coast passing through the 

fishing village of Hout Bay renowned for its arts and crafts.

• The tour then heads along Chapman's Peak Drive (if open) on to Cape Point 

which is the most southwesterly point of Africa. Then stop at Boulder’s 

Beach, where a thriving colony of 700 jackass penguins will win you over 

with their charm. Travel via Fishhoek fishing village and Muizenberg to 

Kirstenbosch National Botanical Gardens for a short walking tour of these 

beautiful gardens.

• Statement and/or documentation confirming the purpose and duration of your visit

• Two colour passport photographs

• A return or onward ticket if you are travelling by air

• Proof of financial means to pay for your living expenses while in South Africa in the form of:

• Bank statements

• Salary advances

• Undertakings by the host(s) in South Africa

• Bursary

• Medical cover or

• Cash available (including credit cards and travellers’ cheques)
