Backwater kayaking:

• The sea and water escapes of Goa present a perfect 
opportunity to indulge in backwater kayaking across 
the various waterways of the state

state. You can spot rare river birds, both local and 
migratory and witness the fine balance of ecology and 
flora and fauna.

• The best time to learn surfing in Goa is 
between the months of April and May

ranging between 5 to 10 feet
