How to reach Udaipur 

• By road: Udaipur is well connected to Mumbai via road. 
The distance is approximately 761KM, which will take up 
to 14 hours or more. From Delhi it is around 663KM, which 
can take up to 12 hours approximately.

• By train: Mumbai and Goa are located at a distance of 922 
KMS. Traveling from one place to the other is easy because 
of the efficient rail connectivity. There are many trains that 
run between the two cities.

• By air: The nearest airport in Udaipur is Maharana Pratap 
Airport which has a great connectivity from all the major 
metropolitan cities and HUBS.



Places to visit in Udaipur

 Vintage and Classic Car Museum

• Vintage and Classic Car Museum is a car museum 
in Udaipur in Rajasthan state in India, having some of the rarest classic and 
vintage car collection.

• The Vintage and Classic Car Museum has around 20 antique cars, including 
4 Rolls-Royce's, 2 Cadillacs, one MG-TC convertible, one Ford-A 
Convertible, one Vauxhall-12 and several other exhibits like solar powered 
rikshaws and many more. (can not sit in the car and click pictures)

 Lake Pichola – Sunset Boat cruise

• Spend a day visiting the must-see sights of Udaipur without worrying 
about logistics, on this convenient full -day excursion.

 Hathi Pol Bazar

• Hathi Pol Bazar is famous for Miniature paintings, Ichhwai 
Paintings and hand paintings on silk.

 Sajjangarh Wildlife Sanctuary

• Udaipur is also known to us as “The City of Lakes.” This small city is 
surrounded by the beautiful Aravalli Hills in all four directions and is 
known as the ‘Venice of the East’

• The wildlife sanctuary is rich in flora and fauna and has been made a 
wildlife sanctuary in the year 1987 by Government of India. In ancient 
times, it served as the hunting ground for the Kings of Mewar Dynasty.



 Jag Mandir Palace

• Jag Mandir is a palace built on an island in the Lake Pichola. It is 
also called the "Lake Garden Palace". 

• Jag Mandir is situated in one of the two natural islands in the 
Pichola lake (named after the village Picholi nearby), on its 
southern end. The lake was initially created in the 15th century 
by a local banjara tribal chieftain for carrying grain across the 
streams.

 Shilgram festival

• The Shilpgram Festival is organised every year from 21 December to 
31 December. It is a part of the festive celebrations, serves as a 
destination for hand woven clothes, embroideries, mirror works and 
handicrafts.

• The Mela aids in encouraging the urban potters, visual artists and 
designers and the cottage industry of Rajasthan.



 City Palace – Tour The Majestic Palace

• Constructed over a period of 40 decades, the City Palace is a 
majestic sight. Taking a tour of the palace is one of the unique 
things to do in Udaipur. 

• The City Palace is built on the east bank of the famous Lake 
Pichola. There are more palaces in the complex of the City 
Palace of Udaipur. Perched on a hill, it is a beautiful example of 
both Rajasthani and Mughal architecture.

 Rajasthani Puppet show in Udaipur 

• The native string puppet theatre of Rajasthan is world-famous and 
is a must watch when in Udaipur or any other city of Rajasthan. 

• An integral part of Rajasthani culture, these puppet shows can be 
enjoyed at various places in the city like the Bharatiya Lok Kala 
Museum, which has exclusive puppet shows in the evenings.



• City Palace, Udaipur, is a palace complex situated in the 
city of Udaipur, Rajasthan.
